Weather forecast Bulletin for Gujarat state and Dadra & Nagar Haveli and Daman and Diu
based on 0300 UTC observation/chart and available NWP model outputs dated 18.06.2026

Weather realised during past 24 hours ending at 0830 hours IST of 18.06.2026:

Rainfall occurred at a few places over North Gujarat region; at isolated places over South Gujarat
region and Saurashtra; weather was dry over Kutch.

Very heavy rainfall occurred at isolated places in the district of North Gujarat region namely
Mabhisagar; heavy rainfall occurred at isolated places in the districts of North Gujarat region namely
Aravalli and Mehsana.

There was no large change in maximum temperatures over the region.

Maximum temperatures were above normal in parts over South Gujarat region and Saurashtra-Kutch;
normal over rest of the region.

39.8 Deg. C. was the highest maximum temperature in the region recorded at Ahmedabad.

Synoptic Situation:

The Northern Limit of Monsoon continues to pass through 18°N/60°E, 18°N/65°E,
18°N/70°E, Harnai, Solapur, Hyderabad, Bhadrachalam, Koraput, Phulbani, Ranchi, Jamui,
Muzaffarpur and 28.3°N/83°E.
Conditions are favourable for further advance of southwest monsoon into some more parts of
Telangana, Odisha, Jharkhand & Bihar, and some parts of Chhattisgarh during next 4-5 days.
The seasonal trough at mean sea level from Punjab to Bihar across Haryana and Uttar
Pradesh persists.
A fresh western Disturbance seen as trough in middle and upper tropospheric westerlies with
its axis at 5.8 km above mean sea level runs roughly along Long. 67°E to the north of Lat.
28°N.
A trough runs from Southwest Madhya Pradesh to East Central Arabian Sea across Madhya
Maharashtra and Konkan at 5.8 km above mean sea level.
Yesterday’s Western Disturbance as a cyclonic circulation over north Pakistan &
neighbourhood at 3.1 km above mean sea level with a trough aloft in middle tropospheric
levels with its axis at 5.8 km above mean sea level roughly along Long. 72°E to the north of
Lat. 32°N has move away east-northeastwards direction.
South-westerly to Westerly winds are prevailing at lower levels over the region.
